A Period
· Mildred doesn’t remember her suicide attempt
· Montag goes to work and the Hound jumps at him- he thinks the Hound has been programmed with his DNA. To kill him?
· Clarisse discusses how she’s “antisocial” and we learn her ideas come from her uncle.
· Beatty says that firemen have always started fires- censorship goes on in Montag’s society
· The team is called to a fire at an old woman’s house
· Montag steals a book from the old woman’s house
· The old woman sets herself and her house on fire
· Montag finds out that Clarisse was killed by a car and wakes “sick” because of this and the old woman
· Beatty comes to the house when Montag is late to lectures him because he knows that Montag has a book.
· While Beatty is there, Mildred discovers the book under Montag’s pillow.
· Montag tells Mildred he has books, shows her, she tries to burn them, she is convinced to read them with her.





B period
· Mildred does not remember her suicide attempt
· The Hound attacks Montag and he thinks it has been programmed with his DNA…to kill him?
· Montag has a talk with Clarisse about her being “antisocial” and what her uncle tells her about the past
· Firemen think that their job has always been to start fires…censorship
· Montag and the firemen go to burn an old woman’s house, Montag steals a book while there, and then the old woman commits suicide
· Montag gets home and discovers that Clarisse has been hit by a car. He is sickened by this and by the old woman committing suicide.
· Captain Beatty goes to Montag’s to lecture him because he does not show up to work and Beatty knows that Montag has a book
· Montag takes out all of the books from the vent and shows them to Mildred.





D Period
· Mildred doesn’t remember her suicide attempt
· The Hound acts hostile toward Montag and he thinks that it has been programmed with his DNA…to kill him?
· Clarisse tells Montag about being “antisocial” and about the past, which she learned about from her uncle.
· Beatty told Montag that firemen have always started, not prevented, fires—censorship. 
· The firemen go to burn an old woman’s house, Montag steals a book in the attic, and the old woman decides to burn with her house and books.
· Montag goes home and he is “sick.” He is sick because of watching the old woman commit suicide and because he finds out from Mildred that Clarisse has been hit by car.
· Beatty comes over because Montag is late for work and he knows that Montag has books. Beatty proceeds to give Montag a lecture about why/how books came to be banned.
· Montag tell Mildred about the books, takes them out, Mildred tries to burn them, but is ultimately convinced to let him keep them/read them for 48 hours. 
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· Mildred doesn’t remember her suicide attempt
· The Hound doesn’t like Montag and he thinks it’s been programmed with his DNA…to kill him?
· Montag walks with Clarisse and she tells him that she is “antisocial” and she also discusses how her uncle has told her about the past.
· Firemen have always started fires, as opposed to putting them out- censorship.
· The firemen respond to a fire at an old woman’s house, Montag steals a book, and the old woman burns with her house and books.
· Montag goes home and feels upset and “sick” due to the old lady’s suicide and that Clarisse got run over by a car
· Beatty comes to the house because Montag didn’t go to work and reveals that he’s read and he lectures Montag about how/why books came to disappear.
· Montag takes out his books and shows them to his wife, she tried to burn one, but is ultimately convinced to read them as well.
